Strolling through the Alpine Garden at the Rotenboden sta-
tion at 2800 m above sea level feels like a walk in paradise.
The Alpine Garden offers a view that takes your breath
away and the Matterhorn, the Riffelhorn and the Riffelsee
seem close enough to touch.

Nature lovers will find unique high alpine vegetation here.
Some plants thrive exclusively here. The Alpine Garden co-
vers more than 5,000 square metres and is the highest Alpi-
ne Garden in Europe. The flora on the Gornergrat is one of
the richest in species in the Swiss Alps and is unique becau-
se of its special location. Here, many plant species grow
much higher than in comparable areas and it is a pleasure
to explore them.

To immerse yourself even further in the world of alpine
plants, numerous signs with QR codes have been set up
along the way, which tell you exciting facts about the flora
and allow you to admire the plants from all sides even when
they are not in bloom.

Code of conduct

Plant life at 2800 metres above sea level is hard and
fragile, and visitor pressure on the Gornergrat is high. In
order to preserve and protect this unique natural heritage,
the following rules must be observed:

e Keep to the paths at all times — stepping on the plants
damages/kills them

e Do not pick plants in the Alpine Garden

e Keep dogs on a leash and hold children by the hand

e Don't leave any rubbish behind

e Please do not touch plants or signs
